EHS CLASS OF 1962 SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM 

SELECTION CRITERIA

Please insure that all required documentation and forms are forwarded with the scholarship application form. Missing data could result in costly delays and possible disqualification. The selection made by the EHS Class of 1962 Scholarship Committee will be final and non-challengeable. All entries will be considered based upon worthiness and completeness of the selection criteria requirements.

Each applicant must be of senior status and eligible for graduation in the year of selection. Applicants must be blood relatives of any EHS Class of 1962 attendee.

Attendee is defined as one who began classes at EHS between the years 1958 through 1962. If an attendee did not graduate with the Class it does not automatically disqualify said attendee.

Blood relative is defined as a natural born or legally adopted child, grandchild, nephew or niece of an EHS Class of 1962 attendee. 

All applicants must be in good community standing defined as void of criminal convictions and illegal drug usage.

Applicants are strongly encouraged to demonstrate leadership and team work within both their academic and community environments.

Each applicant will provide a personal essay on the subject of ‘my life goals and why I deserve this scholarship’. These essays will be limited to no more than 600 words and no less than 400 words. Essays will be typed or computer generated.

All qualified applicants will start the eligibility process on an equal basis and the following grade discriminators will be utilized by the selection committee:

Grade point Average:

4.0 or higher------------------------------------------------10 points

3.5+ to 3.9--------------------------------------------------- 8 points

2.5 to 3.4--------------------------------------------------    6 points

<2.5--------------------------------------------------------0- 4 points

Community and School Leadership & Team Work:

6 or more examples---------------------------------------- 10 points

4 to 5 examples--------------------------------------------- 8  points

<4 examples----------------------------------------------0 - 6 points

Honors and/or Special Recognitions:

Depending on numbers and scope--------------------0 - 5 points

Letters of Recognition:

Depending on strength of recommendation------0 - 10 points

Essay:

This will be graded on a scale of 0 - 65 points. It will be heavily weighted as regards content, proper spelling, grammar, and sentence structure. Although the grade for this requirement will be mostly subjective it will receive marks from at least two prior teachers currently serving on the scholarship committee. Again, the grades rendered on this requirement will be final and non-challengeable.

In the unlikely event of a tie score then the highest, weighted grade point average will be the tie breaker.
